TRAVEL ARRANGEMENTS

BY CAR:

M27 Junction 8 - follow sign to Southampton B3024 up to roundabout.

Take the 1st exit left on A27 to Park Gate, Sarisbury Green, Fareham, Portsmouth.  Travel along this road for approximately 1.5 miles (up and down hill).  Pass under a railway bridge and over the river.  Leave Swanwick Marina (boatyard) on your right and keep straight on.

The road begins to climb up hill 2 lanes up, 1 down - as the road narrows back into one lane at the brow, where there is a cricket green on the right and shops on the left indicate to turn right into Barnes Lane.  Note that there is a 30mph speed limit up this hill!  Universal Marina is signposted. Travel 60 yards and turn right into Holly Hill Lane.  Travel 300 yards or so, turn right into Crableck Lane, at a small housing estate (signposted Universal Marina). You are now on the lane to the boatyard - at the bottom enter the marina and follow the road. By the ‘dry stack’ turn left and left again into the car park. Our headquarters is near the top on the right hand side.
BY TRAIN:

The nearest Railway Station is Burseldon. Turn right out of the station and proceed to Main Road A27 (approx 300 metres) Turn right under bridge and continue past Premier Swanwick Marina and turn right in to Swanwick Shore Road (approx 500m).  Follow Road to where it turns sharp left and pick up towpath (straight ahead). Continue along the path, which will lead you in to Universal Marina.  Follow instructions to locate us as above.

An alternative station is Southampton Parkway, which is a Taxi Ride away.

SUGGESTED KIT LIST

Life jackets, safety harnesses and waterproofs are all provided for each crewmember.

Please pack all kit in soft kit bags or holdalls without solid bases. There is no stowage for suitcases.
Going ashore kit – possibly what you travelled in

Sleeping Bag and night wear - wash kit & 2 towels – swimming costume if you wish

Plenty of warm clothing including at least 2 pairs of working trousers (not jeans) - 2 sweaters / sweat shirts – T shirts / working shirts – shorts  – spare underwear – socks and woolly hat or gloves. 
Sailing shoes, plimsolls or trainers preferably not black (sole should be light coloured and not be worn smooth).

Sea boots (if you have them) – not Wellingtons
Torch - Camera (at your own risk) are welcomed.  

Sea Sick tablets (Kwells or Boots seem to work well)

Even in summer it can be cold on the water – especially at night. Gear packed in polythene bags does not get wet!
